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Product of the Month 

Muskie Metal Lures 

Southwest Ohio Muskie Assoc.  Page 2 

  The signature fea-

ture of our lures is made 

from a stainless steel com-

pletely flexible wire that 

will never get kinked or bent 

out of tune.  This allows for 

better casting; no more tum-

bling during the cast as it 

flexes with the rod and no 

more helicoptering. The 

flexible wire adds an advan-

tage in the figure 8 with its 

flow into the turns and no 

more bad angles during a 

strike in the 8. This flexibil-

ity also reduces the chances 

of a fish getting leverage on 

the lure, resulting in a lost 

trophy.   

 With traditional 

style bucktails, bent wire 

shafts have always been a 

hassle. You get a thrashing 

fish in the net and your lure 

is sure to need straightening. 

The flexible shaft of Muskie 

Metal lures allows you to un

-hook the bait and your back 

at it, fish after fish. Fixing 

your bucktail after a catch is 

a thing of the past with our 

lures.  

 We all can use 

more confidence in our hook 

sets and our lures give you 

just that. Since there is no 

straight wire to create awk-

ward angles in the fishes 

mouth, the lure stays 

hooked. This keeps the fish 

from using the lureôs com-

ponents against you and 

gives you the advantage.         

 Quality compo-

nents are at the foundation 

of our lures. We strive to 

make our lures better than 

the average bucktail.  High 

quality blades and bodies, 

along with Wolverine split 

rings, Mustad hooks, glass 

beads, and triple tied (with 

high quality cable ties) rub-

ber skirts. The rubber skirts 

allow for a large profile in 

the water, have a great flow 

to them, and less chances for 

fish to pull out the strands. 

The rubber skirts also dry 

fast and the color stays. 

 Our colors come 

from many sources,  the 

usual color sets that most 

people recognize, along with 

colors that match the hatch, 

and finally colors that 

muskie anglers have sug-

gested from the field have 

made it to our selection. Of 

course, we can always make 

custom lures to really fine 

tune the correct color pattern 

for the bodies of water you 

fish. We have been working 

hard creating new color com-

binations for 2010 to meet 

everyoneôs needs and to give 

the muskies something they 

havenôt seen.    

 For 2010, we have a 

new lure model.  The Model 

2 was tested last fall and 

really kicks up the flash an-

other notch above anything 

else.  You will also like the 

retrieve in the lure since the 

blade spins closer to the 

shaft. This keeps the lure 

from wearing down on you 

after several hours on the 

water.   

 I hope you will give 

our baits a try and see the 

advantages Muskie Metal 

Lures offers. We are looking 

forward to the new season 

and hope to see you on the 

water!!

It caught my interest due to its 

outside the box approach at doing a bucktail. Chad from Muskie Metals sent me a couple samples 

to show off to the club and use at our pool demo. All who saw it thought it was a neat spin on the 

old bucktail style. To me, the obvious benefits of the lure were no more bent wire and better hook 

ups with the flexible wire. Seeing the rubber skirts in the pool, they seem to have great action and 

the blades spinning on the flexible shaft, seem to give it a unique action to the bait. I canôt wait to 

throw these bucktails this year.
